Matt has been involved with Silverleaf since 2000, and he 
has a great working knowledge of the conditions of the individual 
properties and the internal dynamics and requirements of the 
Silverleaf designs.

1. Hill Country Resort in Canyon Lake, TX
Oller is overseeing the parking lot design and utilities of a brand-
new sales center infrastructure. In this project, a two-acre site will 
be cleared, a new 100-car parking lot will go in and the site will host 
a brand-new 16,000 square-foot sales center to replace an aging 
modular building. 

2. & 3. Piney Shores Resort in Conroe, TX
Oller is supervising a new four-acre site that will contain four 
three-story condominium buildings with twelve units each. The 
site project has so far included demolition of an existing road and 
parking lots, bringing in select fi ll to elevate the site and installing 
retaining walls, water, sewer and new parking for all structures. 
The buildings to be constructed are one of Silverleaf’s most popular 
features, presidential buildings with residential living space totaling 
1865 square feet in each unit. 

Also at the Piney Shores location is a six-acre site that includes 
four of the entry-level time-shares, a lodge building with twelve 

units in each structure. OEI is designing a site with more retaining 
walls, parking for each building and water and sewer facilities to 
serve the proposed units. 

4. Orlando Breeze Resort in Davenport, FL
Oller is undergoing a Phase II operation for this site. It involves the 
design of a new entrance into the resort, a parking lot and pad sites 
with new utilities for two new presidential buildings. They also are 
designing and permitting a new water main for Polk County Utilities 
that will bring a sorely needed 10-inch water main to an area with 
consistently low pressures and not enough capacity to adequately 
fi ght a fi re.

5. Seaside Resort in Galveston, TX
A new ground storage tank and booster pump improvements are 
being installed as the property continually develops and the system 
needs more capacity, higher pressures and updating to meet the 
fi re requirements instituted by the City of Galveston.

6. Lake o’ the Woods in Flint, TX
Oller is heading up a new gravity sewer system and wastewater 
treatment plant constructed to treat the wastewater from more 
than a dozen cabins. The treatment plant will dispose of the effl uent 
through a drip irrigation system on the property.

7. Holly Lake Ranch in Holly Lake Ranch, TX
Oller is working on well improvements. Sediment in the line is 
clouding the existing well’s water, so extra care is being taken in 
drilling the new well to insure that its water is clear and pure for 
public consumption.

VULNERABILITY ASSESSMENTS
Vulnerability assessment is the process of identifying 

potential “easy targets” that could threaten a system. The 
system being studied could be a physical facility like a 
power plant, a computer system or a larger system like the 
communications or water infrastructure of a region.

Vulnerability assessment has many things in common with 
risk assessment and is typically performed using the follow-
ing steps: assets and resources in a system are catalogued, 
value and importance is assigned to the resources, poten-
tial threats are identifi ed and the most serious vulnerabili-
ties are eliminated for the most valuable resources.

Recent bioterrorism legislation now makes vulnerability 
assessments a requirement for all utilities serving more 
than 3,300 persons. Deadlines for the completion of these 
assessments are specifi ed according to population.

Applying the Risk Assessment Methodology for Water Utili-
ties (RAM-W) will help your municipality continue to meet 
its mission and goals.

USING THIS METHODOLOGY WILL:
 n Determine the assets that need to be protected to minimize the impacts of an unde-
sirable event;

 n Defi ne how malevolent acts might be conducted, including physical damage, chemi-
cal, biological and radiological contamination, cyber attacks and interdependency 
disruptions;

 n Assess the likelihood of such malevolent acts;

 n Characterize each site within the water system;

 n Identify the most critical targets, detail their interrelationships within other targets 
in the system and identify the consequences of malevolent acts that could be directed 
against them;

 n Evaluate the effectiveness of both existing and proposed protection systems;

 n Identify a system’s vulnerabilities and provide a prioritized plan for security up-
grades, modifi cations of operational procedures and/or policy changes to mitigate 
identifi ed risks to critical targets; and

 n Prepare an emergency operations plan for water and wastewater utilities based 
upon these fi ndings.

Bridge on SH 87 near Port Arthur, standing 
177 feet above the Gulf of Mexico.

Old San Antonio Road between Midway and 
Bryan-College Station is the only state high-
way without a number.

There are almost 80,000 miles of roads in the 
Texas state highway system.
